CONTRACTOR MANPOWER REPORTING (CMR) - (ACCOUNTING FOR CONTRACT SERVICES) (OCT 2007) (USAMRAA)

The Office of the Assistant Secretary of the Army (Manpower & Reserve Affairs) operates and maintains a secure Army data collection site where the contractor will report ALL contractor manpower (including sub-contractor manpower) required for performance of this contract. Excellent- The proposal has exceptional merit and reflects an excellent approach which will clearly result in the superior attainment of all of the requirements and objectives. The risk of unsuccessful performance is very low as the proposal provides solutions which are unquestionably feasible and practical. Good- The proposal demonstrates a sound approach which is expected to meet all requirements and objectives.  This sound approach includes advantageous characteristics of substance and few relative minor disadvantages.  The risk of unsuccessful performance is low as the proposal contains solutions which are considered feasible and practical.  The proposal demonstrates a clear understanding of the requirements.

Acceptable- The proposal demonstrates an approach which is capable of meeting all requirements and objectives.  The approach includes both advantageous and disadvantageous characteristics of substance, where the advantages are not outweighed by the disadvantages.  The risk of unsuccessful performance is moderate.  This proposal demonstrates a general understanding of the requirements.

Unacceptable-   The proposal demonstrates an approach which based on a very high risk will very likely not be capable of meeting all requirements and objectives.  The proposal does not demonstrate a general understanding of the requirements.



2.  Past Performance/Performance Risk:  Performance risk is something that both the Government and the offeror want to keep at a level that is appropriate for the given acquisition. 1.0  INTRODUCTION.
This performance-based Statement of Work (SOW) is in support of the United States Army Medical Research and Materiel Command (USAMRMC). Various research management officers are charged with managing core Research, Development, Test and Evaluation (RDT&E) and congressionally mandated medical research projects, across a wide spectrum, both in terms of maturity of the science, and the scientific domain. These offices must exercise fiduciary responsibility and quality assurance for all Medical Research, Development, Test and Evaluation (RDT&E) funds.  MRMC must ensure that awardees execute authorized projects professionally, efficiently, and in accordance with applicable laws, policies and regulations.  

2.0  SCOPE.
The SOW  outlines the required level of effort for project management, regulatory compliance and scientific consulting tasks the contractor shall perform in support of USAMRMC. The contractor shall ensure execution of support services are performed professionally, efficiently, and in accordance with applicable laws, policies and regulations. 
The required service is to determine the impact of internet based educational resources and interactive seminars on the ability of military personnel caring for family members with special needs to optimally perform their military duties.  In order for the Contractor  to determine the impact of these resources the Contractor will be responsible for the development and delivery of an integrated educational curriculum/program involving electronic web-based online media, to provide resources to Soldier’s, Sailor’s, Marine’s, and Airmen who have family members with special needs. The goal is to help improve unit and family readiness by delivering practical, reliable, peer-reviewed information and education for military families caring for loved ones with disabilities and special health care needs. The main method of delivery will occur through an online magazine subscription to support the Army Family and Morale, Welfare and Recreation Command (FMWRC) and Exceptional Family Member Program (EFMP)’s mission to identify the critical needs of the care of special needs families within the military community.  The online resources shall be provided to the Army EFMP enrollees.  

3.0  PERFORMANCE BASED STATEMENT OF WORK

The contractor shall provide all labor and materials required to successfully complete the following task:.  

Task 1:  The contractor shall conduct an initial needs assessment.  The significant elements of the needs assessment shall include, but are not limited to the following:

1.1 Identification of the optimal population to include in this analysis.

1.1.1 This will be accomplished through the use of standardized statistical best practices.

1.2 Determine the most relevant educational and information content to be disseminated to the caregiver population through an extensive analysis of issues facing the military caregiver.

1.3 Concurrence on faculty members to be used for the online seminars (military and civilian). 

Task 2:  Develop and deliver a series of educational programs for medical professionals and family caregivers. The main delivery method shall entail a monthly publication delivered in digital format featuring special sections containing editorial content dedicated specifically to military special needs issues as well as embedded video and survey capability along with instant access to product information to help special needs families. The second method of delivery shall be a web-based, interactive, live  video broadcast educational seminar series for physicians and allied health care professionals as well as families via the EFMP Program. The data collection methodology employed in this process will use recognized survey tools as well as standardized analysis methodologies to determine the efficacy of the educational material presented.

 2.1.  The contractor shall be consistent with the results of the needs assessment a program of online interactive educational seminars scheduled, produced and delivered on a quarterly basis over the twenty-four month proposed service delivery period. During this

period, six seminars shall be delivered commencing sixty-days after completion of the

needs assessment. Each of these productions shall include the following actions:  

2.1.1.  Selection of topical content based on the needs assessment review in task 1- 
audiences to be addressed shall include professional, allied health care professionals, teachers and family caregivers as well as initial and ongoing training for EFMP current and planned staffing.

2.1.2. Marketing to the respective recipient group building awareness of availability of
the planned online series in cooperation with FMWRC.

2.1.3. Archiving for later retrieval and utilization/dissemination using both web and CD-ROM for that purpose.

2.1.4. Tracking of Continuing Medical Education/Continuing Education Units awarded; Compliance with Accreditation Council for Continuing Medical Education. 

2.1.5. Statistical support for attendees, testing, etc. and all other aspects of quality control.

2.1.6. Survey capability of all attendees for immediate feedback and intelligence

gathering to evaluate the success of each seminar as well as market penetration

Task 3. The contractor shall assess the effectiveness of their educational curriculum to determine whether or not their program reduces stress and preoccupation with anxiety in military families caring for individuals with special needs, thus resulting in an improved readiness status of the participating sevice members

3.2. The contractor shall collect data from those enrolled in the program during one year, analyze the data, and publish the results of this analysis.
