A Contract for the Support of the Center of Excellence in Infectious Disease Research at the Walter Reed Army Institute of Research

Performance Work Statement 

1.0  Discussion

The objectives and specific tasks described in this Performance Work Statement (PWS) will seek to improve both national and international efforts to develop drugs, vaccines and associated products to address diseases of strategic interest to the US Military.  The activities under this PWS will enhance the ability of the Center of Excellence for Infectious Disease Research (COE) at the Walter Reed Army Institute of Research (WRAIR) to assess risk, prevalence, and incidence of disease, and to develop and test novel approaches to the provision of interventions to treat and prevent disease.  This goal is of strategic interest to the US because a healthy and stable active duty force is essential to success of US Military operations world wide.  In addition, care and prevention efforts for disease in areas of the world deemed of strategic importance to US security will be enhanced by efforts to eradicate disease, thus minimizing risk to the soldier and stabilizing societies and governments of strategic interest to the United States (US).

Contract support is required to carry out the Specific Tasks outlined in this PWS.  This support will help the COE to:  implement research programs and activities, execute the mission of the COE, and develop interventions to prevent and treat infectious diseases.  In the broadest sense the contractor will:
· Provide administrative, communications, IT and financial reporting support

· Provide operational, acquisition and logistics support required to carry out program objectives

· Provide technical, clinical trial and scientific research support 

· Provide facility and security support

· Provide training and instructional support

· Provide support for the exchange of scientific findings 

· Provide support of marketing and public relations projects to foster the reputation of the COE


Under the COE Contract, this PWS will continue to drive the mission of the COE as articulated in the mission of the Medical Research and Materiel Command (MRMC) and the WRAIR and its associated Continental United States (CONUS) and Outside the Continental United States (OCONUS) components.

This PWS and associated services represents the enhancement of support to the COE, the US Army Medical Research and Materiel Command (USAMRMC) and its subordinate laboratory, WRAIR and its OCONUS units, for the broadest support of efforts to develop diagnostics, drugs, and vaccines for diseases of strategic military importance.

2.0  Background

	The mission of the COE is to conduct basic and applied research to support Department of Defense initiatives to diagnose, treat, and ultimately to prevent infectious disease in military personnel.  The major efforts to accomplish this mission are the development of effective preventive vaccines and effective drugs that will protect and treat uniformed service members and beneficiaries from infectious disease wherever they are deployed in the world.  The program also seeks to identify and characterize the global threat of infectious disease and to optimize treatments to delay or prevent disease progression. 

United States Armed Forces must be prepared to deploy globally, and potentially on short notice, and may be called on to operate in areas of the world where the prevalence of infectious disease presents a severe and focal risk to US personnel.  The prevalence of infectious disease is rapidly increasing in areas of the world that are of political and strategic importance to the US  Thus, soldiers and other US personnel abroad are at increased risk of infection compared to their risk when in the US. 

Current national military strategy specifies a worldwide force projection capability that requires detection, identification, and vaccination in order to protect U.S. forces against potential infectious disease threats.  Currently, there is no vaccine or drug feasibly available to prevent infection and disease caused by malaria, Dengue, Leishmaniasis, HIV, Shigella, ETEC, Group B Neustria meningitides, Campylobacter, and other diseases of interest to the US Military.  Drugs are often not available to prevent infection after immediate exposure and many drugs have significant side effects and/or are not economical even on a large scale.  The threat of the development of drug resistance requires a long term investment in the development of new drugs and treatments.  Furthermore, in regions of the world infectious disease has caused significant morbidity and mortality in the local population.  The development of drugs and vaccines will promote social, economic, and political stability, thereby deterring conflict and the need for US intervention.

In consideration of these issues, the COE has articulated several mission goals: 1) prevention of infection, primarily through vaccine development, 2) prevention or delay of disease progression, primarily through optimization of treatment and management strategies, and 3) the development of sensitive and specific diagnostic platforms for the detection of disease.


3.0  Scope

This work is for those elements of the COE needed to support all of the research activities at both CONUS and OCONUS locations.  The services and infrastructure required by the COE will include effective organizational staffing, equipment, facilities, information systems, established program and financial management, and operational practices.  This infrastructure will be adapted as required to manage the proposed research program. The COE is managed on a day-to-day basis by the close collaboration of the Commander of the WRAIR and his Research Coordinators and Division Directors.  The mission of the COE will be executed by a staff of senior United States Government (USG) scientists, physicians, and managers, complemented by contractor scientific, medical, regulatory, information technology, and facility support staff. 


The contractor will provide the COE with a research support program that will be highly integrated with USG and contract staff in leadership positions supporting research efforts that comprise the research portfolio.  The scope and location of research undertaken by the COE will extend across the globe and range from basic science laboratory research to phase III clinical trials.  The specific task areas that follow in Section 4.0, articulate the background of the mission to be supported by the contractor for each of six tasks (Sections 4.1 - 4.6), and the break out of specific task elements in each task.

4.0  Specific Tasks
4.1  Task 1  Integral Program Support and Administration

Background

The COE is a large, scientifically and geographically diverse research program that requires substantial management capability and experience.  The Headquarters, WRAIR (HQ), consisting of the Commander and Deputy Commander, is the principal body for managing the COE’s research operations.  Centralizing the operation and administrative infrastructure maximizes efficiency, ensures the consistent use of best practices, provides maximum access to secure necessary resources and harnesses the efficacy of cross-functional staff.  The efforts of the COE will leverage facilities at 503 Robert Grant Avenue, Silver Spring, MD, as well as at Armed Forces Research Institute of Medical Sciences (AFRIMS), United States Army Medical Research Unit-Kenya (USAMRU-K), and United States Army Medical Research Unit-Europe (USAMRU-E), Tanzania, Uganda, and other developing OCONUS locations.  The nexus of leadership and management responsibility resides with the Commander of WRAIR.  Management of the COE involves the support of  requirements that include the following: provision of professional administrative support staff, integration of globally capable IT hardware and software applications, effective communications platforms, fiscal planning and oversight, purchasing of goods through procurement and contract instruments, coordination and support of travel orders, configuration of office infrastructure,  coordination of training programs, dissemination of reports and presentations, the hosting of visiting scientists and colleagues world wide, and the sponsorship of scientific forums to foster collaborative relationships that highlight and enhance the capabilities of the COE.

Specific Task Elements

1.  Provide professional administrative support personnel to the Commander, WRAIR for the efficient management of COE managerial operations.
2.  Provide clinical support for the production of presentations, briefings, reports, as well as, printed, visual and electronic media for the dissemination of COE findings and accomplishments.
3.  Provide state-of- the-art IT and communications support, to include software and hardware applications with global capabilities and highly specialized personnel to support such systems.
4.  Provide professional forums for training/fellowship programs, scientific dialog and collaborative discussions, to include professional and technical workshops, seminar series, on and off site meetings, and the hosting of visiting scientists.
5.  Provide support platforms for the coordination of scientific efforts in the COE.
6.  Provide needed supplies and equipment in support of the COE only upon review and approval of the COR for purchases costing $3,000.00 or more. 
7.  Coordinate and support travel arrangements for non-government persons.
8.  Provide support for marketing and public relations efforts to foster the reputation of the COE.
4.2  Task 2  Antimalarial Drug Development

Background 

The solution for the current military product development paradigm is to sustain a necessary critical mass of investigators, collaborators, and clinical centers that are focused and committed to discovering and developing new drugs for soldiers.  Science and Technology Objectives and Task Areas have been developed to specifically address malaria & leishmaniasis drug development.  We anticipate broader needs in the timeframe of this agreement to include drugs, biologics and diagnostics for other indications important for the military and US government priorities.  The intent is to provide the technological and managerial foundation to link stable funding priorities to essential objectives which are essential for development of next generation of needed drugs. This plan logically extends the goals and objectives of the Army to provide the blue print required to focus and coordinate Army research on those technologies needed to address these critical military medical requirements.  Development of new drugs for drug resistant malaria is regarded as one of the most critical military medical requirements and is currently receiving high visibility within the Military Infectious Disease Research Program (MIDRP).  Over the past several years we have placed special emphasis on effective project management and definition of "critical path" studies.  We adhere to recognized standards of project management and resource allocation, but we focus on basic and applied research for a better understanding of the modes of action and mechanisms of resistance to existing and developing drugs.  Using structure-based drug discovery, insight from the malaria genome, molecular modeling, and lead-directed optimization, the design and synthesis of new drugs will result in the development of safe and effective drugs that circumvent the malaria parasite's elusive mechanisms of drug resistance.  Multiple drug resistance in P. falciparum malaria continues to pose special problems for targeting the blood stages of malaria.  Product development teams for malaria prophylaxis place emphasis on developing drugs with true causal prophylactic or radical curative properties, stopping malaria before blood stages emerge and cause clinical disease.  A Government senior scientist and/or clinician with significant drug development experience coordinates each Task Area.  Funding to support the advanced development and clinical trials of our candidate drugs comes from our co-development partners and the US Army Medical Materiel Development Activity (USAMMDA) located at Fort Detrick.

Specific Tasks Elements

1.  Identify and validate new drug targets, drug classes, and compounds with properties that are predictive of good efficacy and safety in humans.  In this Task, efforts include the identification of lead candidates for primary screening target, the assessment of animal toxicity and efficacy, down selection of lead compounds that perform well in-vitro target assay systems.  Efforts continue for identification and validation of new targets for drug screening and the development of a liver stage screening assay.  Under this task the program performs medicinal chemistry and pharmacological testing of drugs, such as drug synthesis, toxicity testing, pharmacokinetics, and other critical path activities required for drug selection and development.  It also stores chemicals and maintains a database of their activities resulting from screening and testing activities of the program.
2.  Identify and optimize acceptable lead compounds with potent antimalarial activity and demonstrate safety in preclinical studies.  This task focuses on the evaluation of drugs for efficacy, toxicology, and performs pharmacologic screening.  Develop alternative delivery systems to better identify ideal candidate(s).  The task optimizes drug candidates to improve antimicrobial activity through an iterative process of modification and retesting. 
3.  Conduct preclinical testing in preparation of submission of Investigational New Drug (IND) for new drugs coming from optimization studies, perform clinical testing of new drug candidates and evaluate safety and tolerability of approved drugs.  Candidate products found to be suitable will undergo required FDA preclinical testing. After completion of preclinical testing, an IND will be submitted and clinical testing conducted through Phase 4.  This includes all types of clinical trials, including field trials in developing countries.
4.  Training and Fellowship Support.  Division of Experimental Therapeutics currently directly supports two training programs.  The first is the clinical pharmacology fellowship, to train Army officers and civilians to become highly skilled and proficient in product development (clinical pharmacology & translational medicine).  We also have established a Malaria Diagnostics Center of Excellence in Kenya, as skill in these methods is essential for endpoints in malaria prophylaxis and vaccine field trials.  This center also provides critical reagents for evaluating new diagnostic tests and assesses these tests.
4.3  Task 3  Wound Infection Research

Background

During Operation Iraqi Freedom (OIF) and Operation Enduring Freedom (OEF) over 30,000 United States military personnel have been wounded in action, of which 14,564 were medically evacuated and did not return to duty within 72 hours of their injury (www.defenselink.mil/news/casualty.pdf; accessed 12 May 2008).  Forward surgical assets, rapid evacuation to medical care, and body armor have resulted in greater number of casualties surviving their initial injury.  Soon after the combat operations started in Iraq, the American military recognized a large number of casualties returning with soft tissue infections of traumatic wounds.  Historically, the pathogens that have colonized and infected traumatic war wounds become multi-drug resistant (MDR) and are more frequently isolated during the patient’s extended care and convalescence.  At military tertiary care facilities in the US, the most frequently isolated bacteria from traumatic war wounds is Acinetobacter baumannii -calcoaceticus (ABC) complex.  The majority of these isolates have been MDR.  In one study, 89% of the isolates were resistant to ≥ 3 classes of antibiotics, while 65% of the isolates had  ≥ 8 resistance determinants representing a broader range of resistance than typically found in U.S. hospitals.  Additionally, greater than 60% of the isolates were epidemiologically related to pan-European strains collected from over 25 countries.  The majority of these ABC isolates were the result of blood-stream infections and more than two-thirds of the patients infected were critically ill, on mechanical ventilation, and had central venous catheters.  Despite the challenge of treating patients infected with MDR ABC, the mortality in the previously healthy host remains low.  There have been no deaths directly attributable to ABC in personnel returning from Southwest Asia.  Outbreak investigation and molecular epidemiology suggests that for the majority of patients, the organism was acquired during the course of treatment in both deployed and tertiary care medical facilities.  The highly clonal nature of the outbreak supports a common source of infection.  The presence of clones in the deployed hospitals matching those found in outbreak patients, including those with no exposure to OIF, strongly suggests that this outbreak was propagated in the military healthcare system.  The mission of the Wound Infection program is to establish a DoD-wide network of scientists, clinicians, and healthcare planners to: study the pathophysiology and clinical management of bacterial and fungal infections and develop products and processes that aid clinicians in managing infections and resource, research and apply in vitro and in vivo models to characterize the infection using laboratory analysis, therapeutic intervention, and outcomes based clinical investigations.  Specific fields of research to include genotypic and phenotypic characterization, antimicrobial resistance, molecular epidemiology and surveillance, biofilm, wound healing and immune modulation, surgical intervention, and chronic care management.

Specific Task Elements

1.  Characterize cause and effect relationships between gram negative bacterial infections and MDR infections.  
2.  Characterize the molecular epidemiology Methicillin-Resistant Staphylococcus aureus (MRSA) or Vancomycin-Resistant Enterococcus (VRE) infections and their impact on patient outcome. 
3.  Develop techniques to determine quantitative measures of wound infection.
4.  Characterize of MDR bacteria in terms of:
          - Phenotype

          - Genotype:



Virulence factors



Resistance related genetic elements

5.  Develop infection Control measures for:

          - Clinical surveillance and practice

          - Laboratory/molecular based epidemiology and surveillance

6.  Conduct pharmacological investigations using in vitro and in vivo protocols

and models for:

          - Existing and novel antimicrobials

          - New antimicrobials

7.  Assess the immune and physiologic response using in vitro and in vivo protocols and models to define the:

          - Role of status, response and modulators

          - Role of modulating therapy


8.  Conduct Outcomes based clinical investigations of patient care to include:

          - Diagnosis and clinical care

          - Diagnostic laboratory support

          - Therapy

9.  Develop therapeutic and diagnostic recommendations to medical planners, health care practitioners and laboratory scientists in the combat zone.

10.  Establish and maintain a Tri Service Joint Bacteria Registry with the following characteristics:

     a.  Standardized approach to primary sample collection, the characterization of bacterial strains, the electronic collation of epidemiologic and clinical data and the appropriate archival storage of specimens and data to support studies to improve care.

     b.  Collection of surveillance data will be used to characterize epidemiologic patterns of infection, to pinpoint outbreaks of infection and to continually monitor the efficacy of infection control measures.  Treatment data will be used to inform new guidelines for both treatment and prophylaxis.  Relational data and the availability of well characterized clinical samples will support research efforts to develop of new drugs and diagnostics and the identification of novel approaches to the prevention of wound infection. 

4.4  Task 4  Viral Diseases Research

Background

The Division of Viral Diseases (DVD) conducts laboratory and field investigations of the etiology, epidemiology, disease manifestations and pathogenesis of viral diseases of military importance.  The Division Develops and evaluates viral diagnostics, develops and evaluates preventive strategies and methods, particularly vaccines, including conducting laboratory, animal and human volunteer studies.  When effective preventive strategies are not available, the Division evaluates therapeutic interventions to reduce disease severity.  Provides technical advice and training to laboratories, healthcare providers, and other agencies engaged in active collaborations with DVD in support of DoD research and development objectives. DOD’s activities and programs have a global scope and rely on multidisciplinary and multiagency international collaborations. 

Specific Task Elements 

1.  Investigate viral determinants of virulence/disease severity and antigenic and phylogenetic relatedness of target pathogens.
2.  Investigate host factors in disease pathogenesis and immunologic protection using classical immunologic technologies that support product licensure and emerging/novel population genomic and systems biology strategies. 
3.  Develop, test, optimize and validate assays for the detection and identification of pathogens of military interest.  Develop and test methods for the collection and transport of samples in field environments to support global epidemiologic studies.
4.  Conduct epidemiologic studies, including outbreak investigations, to characterize disease risks, burden, transmission dynamics, and global movement dynamics of target viruses and identify and develop future clinical trial sites.
5.  Conducts animal and human clinical trials of candidate products in a manner compliant with regulatory requirements.
6.  Maintain a CAP/CLIA certified lab for the testing and reporting of diagnostic assays on human specimens. 
7.  Establish the capability to identify new agents of disease from clinical and environmental specimens using an array of novel and classical technologies.  
8.  Develop and assess antiviral agents and immunotherapeutic measures to prevent or treat infection/disease. 
9.  Conduct host nation, partner laboratory assessments and training activities as needed to support global collaborations, build capacity, and achieve objectives.
4.5  Task 5  Malaria Vaccine Development

Background 

The Walter Reed Army Institute of Research Malaria Vaccine Program is a component of the U.S. Military Malaria Vaccine Program (USMMVP). We are a vertically integrated biomedical research program.  The immediate goal of the WRAIR Malaria Vaccine Program is to develop Plasmodium falciparum and Plasmodium vivax malaria vaccines that protect 80% of naïve recipients against the development of symptomatic blood-stage infection for a minimum of 12 months, and to prevent those who do develop symptomatic blood-stage parasitemia from developing severe disease and dying from malaria.  The targets for percent efficacy and duration of protection were established by the US Army Operational Requirements Document (ORD) for a Plasmodium falciparum vaccine, promulgated 13 March 1997.

The Malaria Program includes the basic research areas of genomics, antigen discovery, and immunology; extends through pre-clinical research and development to apply the findings from the more fundamental areas to the development and testing of vaccines in animal models, and to identify, develop, and evaluate new vaccine technologies in animal models; transitions to the appropriate product development process (GMP manufacturing, safety and toxicity in animals, immunogenicity, regulatory) required for FDA approval of IND applications; and finally, to the conduct of clinical trials to evaluate the safety, immunogenicity and efficacy against P. falciparum challenge of candidate vaccines in human volunteers in the United States and at Navel Medical Research Center (NMRC) overseas laboratories.  The research carried out in these areas collectively addresses specific objectives inherent to rational vaccine design and which represent the specific objectives. 

Specific Task Elements

1.  Identify antigenic targets of protective immunity against malaria:

     a.  Evaluate in-vitro and in-vivo of Plasmodium GFP parasites to facilitate applied genomics studies of the pre-erythrocytic stage; optimization of techniques for sorting GFP parasites following in vivo and in vitro infection.

     b.  Identify the proteome of Plasmodium in liver stage parasites obtained via in vivo sporozoite infection of mice and/or in vitro infection of established cell lines (including Hep-G2 and HC-04)

     c.  Detect molecular allelic variants in Plasmodium falciparum and Plasmodium vivax parasites using real-time Taqman PCR assays and cloning/sequencing of PCR-amplified DNA from samples collected in overseas field sites.

     d.  Elucidate of the gene transcript profiles of Plasmodium sporozoites, liver-stage and blood-stage parasites and peripheral blood mononuclear cells, using the Affymetrix gene chip technology.

2.  Characterize protective immune mechanisms.

Develop immunological assays that predict protection to include serology, cell-mediated immunological assays such as ELISPOT and flow cytometry, and transcriptional profiling of immune cells from vaccinated subjects.  These efforts will further our understanding of the mechanisms underlying the differentiation and maintenance of antigen-specific protective immunity, including the requirement for antigen persistence for induction and maintenance of protective immunity. 

3.  Develop vaccine delivery systems capable of inducing the required immune responses against the identified targets such as recombinant protein, adenoviral vectors, and DNA vaccines (molecular vaccines).

Work will focus on the development of multivalent vaccine platforms (i.e., single vaccine constructs encoding multiple antigens), since a major obstacle for clinical development and fielding of a multivalent vaccine is the cost associated with manufacturing multiple antigen components of the vaccine when each construct encodes only a single antigen.  Efforts will be directed at developing and evaluating multivalent adenovirus vector-based vaccines and recombinant protein vaccines that are effective at inducing strong T-cell responses directed against two or more pre-erythrocytic stage antigens and robust antibody responses directed against two or more blood stage antigens. 

4.  Conduct pre-clinical testing in animals to include rodents and non-human primates both in WRAIR and at overseas laboratories.

Develop vaccine candidates for assessment in animal models, including rodent malaria in inbred and outbred mice, P. knowlesi in rhesus macaques, and P. falciparum and P. vivax in mice, rabbits, and rhesus monkeys.  In three of these models (P. yoelli in mice, P. knowlesi in rhesus macaques and P. falciparum in Aotus monkeys), it is possible to challenge vaccinated animals with live parasites (sporozoites in the first two models, blood stage parasites in the Aotus model) in order to study the immune responses associated with protection. P. vivax vaccines will be tested in animal models, specifically Saimiri squirrel monkeys and in mice challenged with P. berghei parasites transformed with P. vivax sporozoite antigens.

5.  Conduct GMP manufacture and clinical testing of candidate vaccines both in the U.S. and at overseas laboratories. 

Vaccine candidates are tested for product release and studies in support of IND submission, assessment of pre-clinical safety and toxicology will be performed.  Administrative support for INDs, and safety, immunogenicity and protection against experimental sporozoite challenge in Phase 1/2a trials and/or field challenge in Phase 1/2b trials will be included.

4.6  Task 6  Host and Pathogen Genomics/Proteomics Core Competency

Background

The Walter Reed Army Institute of Research is an established leader in the development of vaccines and treatments against pathogens of US Military importance.  With a diverse portfolio of research, the Institute is well positioned for a continuing and significant contribution to military readiness and to global health.  It will be crucial to acquire and maintain the most powerful new tools in the pursuit of this mission to meet the escalating challenges of sustained worldwide deployments of US forces.   

In the 21st century, the advance of molecular technologies has continued and accelerated, touching, and often revolutionizing, virtually every field of biomedical research.  The stage is set for the selective application of new tools in genomics and proteomics to a core mission of the institute, the protection of US Military forces against morbidity and mortality from endemic and epidemic diseases in global regions of strategic military importance, most often through the development of effective vaccines and treatments. 

Traditionally, vaccine development has followed a path from description of the agent, formulation of candidate vaccines, testing in animal model systems, or in human volunteers when appropriate, identification of correlates of protective immunity, or at least reliable surrogate markers for these correlates, and advancement of products through phase I, II, and III clinical trials.  Often, the effects of vaccination are ascertained by protection from infection or modulation of the severity of disease, outcomes that, although quantifiable, are the aggregate results of a myriad of underlying molecular processes.  Essentially, the response to vaccination and the protections that ensue are still somewhat of a “black box” and, as a result, vaccine development is a costly, empirical science.  Likewise, new treatments for diseases of military relevance are often developed without a clear delineation of the underlying pathogenic process, the precise mode of action of treatments, and the expected variation in response to treatment ascribable to human genetics.  

If the new sciences of genomics and proteomics could be selectively, yet systematically applied to diseases of primary importance to the US Military, this could usher in a paradigm shift in research and an overall cost reduction for the development of new vaccines and treatments.  How is this possible?  A few specific examples will serve to illustrate.  New technology for sequencing genomes, transcriptomes, and targeted genes/gene families can gather complete information about the human genetic component of host-pathogen interaction, response to vaccination, and ensure that measured correlates of protection are a more direct reflection of the underlying molecular processes, all with unprecedented speed and accuracy.  The entire human genome can now be sequenced in just a few days, providing a complete catalogue of genetic polymorphisms that may influence responses to vaccines and treatments.  Targeted regions of the genome can be sequenced from large numbers of individuals in a similar time frame, and the whole aggregate of mRNAs expressed in selected cells of vaccinated individuals can be sequenced as efficiently.  WRAIR can take advantage of this revolution with a relatively simple strategy: establish core instrumentation/technical/bioinformatics capability and apply the new technologies to the mission of virtually every division within the Institute. 

Specific Task Elements

1.  Establish an hypothesis driven genomics/proteomics competency at WRAIR:

     - The SOLiD System:  Acquisition , Installation, and Training 

     - Real-time PCR for nucleic acid quantization

     - Luminex platform for analysis of proteins and protein interactions

     - Multiparameter flow cytometry to identify selected cell populations for study

     - Cell sorting facility for preparative isolation of selected cells/cell populations

2.  Establish a Bioinformatics/Statistical Competency at WRAIR to support genomics/proteomics research as well as structural biology modeling.
3.  Develop a core curriculum for education in the application of new technologies to problems of biomedical importance to the WRAIR, including DNA sequencing, RNA sequencing, DNA methylation and chromatin characterization, characterization of proteins.
4.  Establish a series of workshops to:  1) analyze the impact of core technologies on human clinical research and animal models, including the volumes and types of samples required, their appropriate preservation, and the strategy for extracting far larger volumes of information from a fewer, well-selected, clinical samples, obtained earlier in the product development pathway, 2) identify populations where multiple endemic diseases of US Military importance are co-endemic, for in-depth study of human genetics, 3) enhance the effectiveness of treatments in US Military populations and their dependents by application of core technologies to the field of pharmacogenomics, taking advantage of the diverse racial/ethnic backgrounds of the US Armed Forces.  

5.  Plan for and implement the leveraging of the genomics competency to attract outside funding and collaborative projects that can extend and enhance the scientific agenda of the WRAIR, where appropriate overlaps accrue with global health initiatives.

This agreement is executed with the intention that collaborating partners of the United States Government who have submitted information to the Government under non-disclosure obligations shall be third party beneficiary hereunder, and shall have the right to enforce the obligations undertaken herein.

The requirements of the plan may be combined with that required by the clause at FAR 52.222-46, "Evaluation of Compensation for Professional Employees."



c.  The offeror shall provide written support to demonstrate that its proposed compensation is reasonable. The offeror shall include the rationale for any conformance procedures used for those Service Contract Act employees proposed that do not fall within the scope of any classification listed in any applicable wage determination.

Each offeror must provide in writing information that pertains to their capability to perform the required services.  The proposal must be fully responsive to and consistent with the requirements of the RFP and the Technical Evaluation Factors provided in Section M.  Guidance for the technical proposal is provided in the paragraph titled, Technical Proposal Content.

L.3. TECHNICAL PROPOSAL CONTENT

1.   Management Approach.  The quality of this portion of the proposal will be judged on the following:

a.  Organizational Structure:  The offeror’s organizational structure, policies, procedures, and techniques for efficiently managing the proposed work will be evaluated.  The offeror will be judged on the degree of understanding of the requirements demonstrated and evidence provided to reflect the ability to meet all of the functional requirements associated with the PWS and the contract by providing a proposed organizational structure chart that clearly demonstrates a proposed structure designed to meet all contract requirements, including personnel identified and committed to fill key positions, with resumes and curriculum vitae as appropriate.  For anticipated staffing position categories delineated on the organization chart, the offeror will be evaluated for the level of knowledge, training, skills and experience necessary for general position categories.  

b.   Management Staff Expertise:  The offeror will be evaluated based on a description of the management expertise their firm brings to understanding and managing multiple tasks and contracts of the magnitude of this solicitation. The offeror’s management expertise will be evaluated through the descriptive narrative addressing the proposed approach for this contract for management of personnel, property, subcontracts, facility infrastructure, and for interfacing with Government personnel.  The offeror’s description of the process for responding quickly and efficiently to requirements ordered under the contract terms and conditions will be evaluated.  This process must also include a description of contingency or surge procedures for increasing the level of effort in response to unanticipated requirements for increased support for and/or expansion of  OCONUS and CONUS missions (in conjunction with GEIS partners or combatant command [COCOM] staffs).



c.  Recruitment and Retention Plan/Employee Turnover:  The offeror will be evaluated for the demonstrated ability to attract and retain high quality staff by providing a copy of the organizational recruitment and retention plan and a detailed description of the organization’s turnover rate by year for the last three years segregated into “management” and “non-management” categories.  



d.  Subcontract Approach and Expertise:  The offeror shall be evaluated for demonstrated expertise and capability to manage/administer subcontractors, including procedures used and successes in subcontracting efforts during the past two years under three categories: (1) small <$50,000, (2) medium $50,000-$250,000, and (3) large >$250,000.  Any subcontracting arrangements contemplated by the offorer must be presented to the Government in detail in a Subcontracting Plan.  The Subcontracting Plan shall be included as a part of the proposal.  The plan shall disclose the subcontractor’s tasks and be presented in enough detail to allow the Government to determine how much subcontracting the Offeror contemplates.  Also, goals in terms of what percentages are forecast on subcontracting with different socioeconomic small businesses should be provided.  

2.  Technical Approach. 


      a.  The offeror’s technical approach will be evaluated for demonstrated understanding of the full

scope of and compliance with all requirements of the solicitation in addition to the ability to address specific tasks and subtasks set forth in the PWS.  The technical approach will be evaluated based on the offeror’s described methods and practices to meet all the requirements of the contemplated contract. The description of the technical approach will be evaluated for specificity, level of detail, and completeness of analysis of the full requirement. The offeror’s technical approach will be evaluated based on the detail provided to address each portion of the solicitation; each portion must be sufficiently detailed as to allow the government to evaluate the feasibility of the offeror’s capability to comply with the applicable Performance Work Statement (PWS) including a full explanation of the techniques and procedures to be followed. Generic statements such as "Standard procedures will be employed" and "Well-known techniques will be used” will be interpreted to reflect unacceptable understanding of the technical and scientific requirements of  this solicitation. 
b.  Evaluation of the proposal for completeness will be based on the material presented and not on the basis of what is implied. The technical approach will be compared with the offeror’s price/cost proposal for feasibility and demonstration of the offeror's understanding of the technical requirements. Discrepancies may be viewed as a lack of understanding.


c.  The quality of this portion of the proposal will be judged on the following:



(1) Understanding of Requirements:  The proposal’s proposed solution to the solicitation will be 

evaluated for demonstrated clarity of understanding of the scientific support required for this 


tasking to include identifying proposed positions and travel required.  Proposals that are found 


to be unrealistic in terms of the performance and schedule will be considered as indicative of a 


lack of understanding of the complexities inherent in the requirement.

Rationale must be provided to demonstrate that it is comparable.  Projects completed or in progress described in the narrative will be evaluated for scope and degree of support to DOD, other federal agencies, or other comparable international organizations.  Projects submitted will be evaluated for:



(1) Overseas Experience:  The proposal will be evaluated on the scope and complexity of 



operations overseas in lesser developed, or developing nations, degree of interaction with host 


nation medical/public health/educational/defense organizations such as ministry of health, 


ministry of defense, ministry of education, national universities or non-governmental 



organizations (NGOs), private voluntary organizations (PVOs), or other non-governmental 


organizations operating overseas.



(2) Lab-Based Experience:  The proposal will be evaluated for evidence of experience



interacting with public health or medical laboratories. 



b.  The offerors may submit additional information at their discretion if they consider such information necessary to establish a record of relevant experience.  It is anticipated that the narrative for relevant experience will include as a minimum:



(1) Customer's name, address, and telephone number of both the lead contractual and technical 


persons.



(2) Contract number, type, and total original and present or final contract value.



(3) Date of contract, place(s) of performance, and delivery dates or period of performance.



(4) Brief description of contract work and comparability to the proposed effort.  It is not sufficient 


to state that it is comparable in magnitude and scope.  Rationale must be provided to demonstrate 


that it is comparable.

4.  Past Performance.  The offeror’s past performance information will be used to assess the relative risk associated with an offeror’s likelihood of success in performing the solicitation’s requirements as indicated by that offeror’s record of past performance.   



a.  The information included by offerors at their discretion and intended to establish a record of past performance will be evaluated.  The data should include at a minimum:



(1) Customer's name, address, and telephone number of both the lead contractual and technical



persons.



(2) Contract number, type, and total original and present or final contract value.



(3) Date of contract, place(s) of performance, and delivery dates or period of performance.



(4) Method of acquisition: competitive or noncompetitive.



(5) Nature of award: initial or follow-on.



(6) Discuss any major technical problems and how they were overcome. List any major deviations 


or waivers to technical requirements that were granted by the customer.



(7) Cost management history, cost overruns and underruns, and cost incentive history, if 



applicable.



(8) List any contracts terminated (partial or complete) within the past five (5) years and basis for 


termination (convenience or default). Include the contract number, name, address, and telephone 


number of the terminating officer.



(9) Average number of personnel on the contract per year and percent turnover of personnel per 


year.



b.  Each offeror will ensure that all references (request that offeror submit 3 to 5 references, Attachment 2) complete and return the Past Performance Questionnaire (Attachment 3 to the solicitation) to the Contracting Officer prior to the closing date and time of the solicitation.  This information will be used to assess the relevancy of performance risk involved in accepting each offeror’s proposal.



c.  Offerors are cautioned that in evaluating past performance, the Government may use data provided by the offeror, from the Past Performance Questionnaire, and data obtained from other sources.  Offerors are reminded that while the Government may elect to consider data obtained from other sources, the burden of proving low performance risk rests with the offerors.



d.  In the event an established offeror is simply without a record of past performance, the offeror's lack of past performance will be evaluated as an unknown risk having no favorable or unfavorable impact on the evaluation.

(3) Lab Based Experience - The Government will assess the Offeror’s past performance for 

demonstrated ability to complete efficiently projects requiring interaction with public health and

other laboratories as well as demonstrated ability to facilitate completion of research proposals by

researchers.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.215-1      INSTRUCTIONS TO OFFERORS--COMPETITIVE  ACQUISITION  (JAN 2004)

(a) Definitions. As used in this provision--

“Discussions” are negotiations that occur after establishment of the competitive range that may, at the Contracting Officer's discretion, result in the offeror being allowed to revise its proposal.

“In writing or written” means any worded or numbered expression which can be read, reproduced, and later communicated, and includes electronically transmitted and stored information.

“Proposal modification” is a change made to a proposal before the solicitation's closing date and time, or made in response to an amendment, or made to correct a mistake at any time before award.

“Proposal revision” is a change to a proposal made after the solicitation closing date, at the request of or as allowed by a Contracting Officer as the result of negotiations.

“Time”, if stated as a number of days, is calculated using calendar days, unless otherwise specified, and will include Saturdays, Sundays, and legal holidays. However, if the last day falls on a Saturday, Sunday, or legal holiday, then the period shall include the next working day.

(b) Amendments to solicitations. If this solicitation is amended, all terms and conditions that are not amended remain unchanged. Offerors shall acknowledge receipt of any amendment to this solicitation by the date and time specified in the amendment(s).

(c) Submission, modification, revision, and withdrawal of proposals. (1) Unless other methods (e.g., electronic commerce or facsimile) are permitted in the solicitation, proposals and modifications to proposals shall be submitted in paper media in sealed envelopes or packages (i) addressed to the office specified in the solicitation, and (ii) showing the time and date specified for receipt, the solicitation number, and the name and address of the offeror. Offerors using commercial carriers should ensure that the proposal is marked on the outermost wrapper with the information in paragraphs (c)(1)(i) and (c)(1)(ii) of this provision.

(2) The first page of the proposal must show--

(i) The solicitation number;

(ii) The name, address, and telephone and facsimile numbers of the offeror (and electronic address if available);

(iii) A statement specifying the extent of agreement with all terms, conditions, and provisions included in the solicitation and agreement to furnish any or all items upon which prices are offered at the price set opposite each item;

(iv) Names, titles, and telephone and facsimile numbers (and electronic addresses if available) of persons authorized to negotiate on the offeror's behalf with the Government in connection with this solicitation; and

(v) Name, title, and signature of person authorized to sign the proposal. Proposals signed by an agent shall be accompanied by evidence of that agent's authority, unless that evidence has been previously furnished to the issuing office.

(3) Submission, modification, or revision, of proposals. 

(i) Offerors are responsible for submitting proposals, and any modifications, or revisions, so as to reach the Government office designated in the solicitation by the time specified in the solicitation. If no time is specified in the solicitation, the time for receipt is 4:30 p.m., local time, for the designated Government office on the date that proposal or revision is due.

(ii)(A) Any proposal, modification, or revision received at the Government office designated in the solicitation after the exact time specified for receipt of offers is “late” and will not be considered unless it is received before award is made, the Contracting Officer determines that accepting the late offer would not unduly delay the acquisition; and--

(1) If it was transmitted through an electronic commerce method authorized by the solicitation, it was received at the initial point of entry to the Government infrastructure not later than 5:00 p.m. one working day prior to the date specified for receipt of proposals; or

(2) There is acceptable evidence to establish that it was received at the Government installation designated for receipt of offers and was under the Government's control prior to the time set for receipt of offers; or

(3) It is the only proposal received.

(B) However, a late modification of an otherwise successful proposal that makes its terms more favorable to the Government, will be considered at any time it is received and may be accepted.

(iii) Acceptable evidence to establish the time of receipt at the Government installation includes the time/date stamp of that installation on the proposal wrapper, other documentary evidence of receipt maintained by the installation, or oral testimony or statements of Government personnel.

(iv) If an emergency or unanticipated event interrupts normal Government processes so that proposals cannot be received at the office designated for receipt of proposals by the exact time specified in the solicitation, and urgent Government requirements preclude amendment of the solicitation, the time specified for receipt of proposals will be deemed to be extended to the same time of day specified in the solicitation on the first work day on which normal Government processes resume.

(v) Proposals may be withdrawn by written notice received at any time before award. Oral proposals in response to oral solicitations may be withdrawn orally. If the solicitation authorizes facsimile proposals, proposals may be withdrawn via facsimile received at any time before award, subject to the conditions specified in the provision at 52.215-5, Facsimile Proposals. Proposals may be withdrawn in person by an offeror or an authorized representative, if the identity of the person requesting withdrawal is established and the person signs a receipt for the proposal before award.

(4) Unless otherwise specified in the solicitation, the offeror may propose to provide any item or combination of items.

(5) Offerors shall submit proposals in response to this solicitation in English, unless otherwise permitted by the solicitation, and in U.S. dollars, unless the provision at FAR 52.225-17, Evaluation of Foreign Currency Offers, is included in the solicitation.

(6) Offerors may submit modifications to their proposals at any time before the solicitation closing date and time, and may submit modifications in response to an amendment, or to correct a mistake at any time before award.

(7) Offerors may submit revised proposals only if requested or allowed by the Contracting Officer.

(8) Proposals may be withdrawn at any time before award.  Withdrawals are effective upon receipt of notice by the Contracting Officer.

(d) Offer expiration date. Proposals in response to this solicitation will be valid for the number of days specified on the solicitation cover sheet (unless a different period is proposed by the offeror).

(e) Restriction on disclosure and use of data. Offerors that include in their proposals data that they do not want disclosed to the public for any purpose, or used by the Government except for evaluation purposes, shall--

(1) Mark the title page with the following legend: This proposal includes data that shall not be disclosed outside the Government and shall not be duplicated, used, or disclosed--in whole or in part--for any purpose other than to evaluate this proposal. If, however, a contract is awarded to this offeror as a result of--or in connection with-- the submission of this data, the Government shall have the right to duplicate, use, or disclose the data to the extent provided in the resulting contract. This restriction does not limit the Government's right to use information contained in this data if it is obtained from another source without restriction. The data subject to this restriction are contained in sheets [insert numbers or other identification of sheets]; and

(2) Mark each sheet of data it wishes to restrict with the following legend: Use or disclosure of data contained on this sheet is subject to the restriction on the title page of this proposal.

(f) Contract award. (1) The Government intends to award a contract or contracts resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror(s) whose proposal(s) represents the best value after evaluation in accordance with the factors and subfactors in the solicitation.

(2) The Government may reject any or all proposals if such action is in the Government's interest.

(3) The Government may waive informalities and minor irregularities in proposals received.

(4) The Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussions with offerors (except clarifications as described in FAR 15.306(a)). Therefore, the offeror's initial proposal should contain the offeror's best terms from a cost or price and technical standpoint. The Government reserves the right to conduct discussions if the Contracting Officer later determines them to be necessary. If the Contracting Officer determines that the number of proposals that would otherwise be in the competitive range exceeds the number at which an efficient competition can be conducted, the Contracting Officer may limit the number of proposals in the competitive range to the greatest number that will permit an efficient competition among the most highly rated proposals.

(5) The Government reserves the right to make an award on any item for a quantity less than the quantity offered, at the unit cost or prices offered, unless the offeror specifies otherwise in the 

proposal.

(6) The Government reserves the right to make multiple awards if, after considering the additional administrative costs, it is in the Government's best interest to do so.

(7) Exchanges with offerors after receipt of a proposal do not constitute a rejection or counteroffer by the Government.

(8) The Government may determine that a proposal is unacceptable if the prices proposed are materially unbalanced between line items or subline items. Unbalanced pricing exists when, despite an acceptable total evaluated price, the price of one or more contract line items is significantly overstated or understated as indicated by the application of cost or price analysis techniques. A proposal may be rejected if the Contracting Officer determines that the lack of balance poses an unacceptable risk to the Government.

(9) If a cost realism analysis is performed, cost realism may be considered by the source selection authority in evaluating performance or schedule risk.

(10) A written award or acceptance of proposal mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful offeror within the time specified in the proposal shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party.

(11) If a post-award debriefing is given to requesting offerors, the Government shall disclose the following information, if applicable:

(i) The agency's evaluation of the significant weak or deficient factors in the debriefed offeror's offer.

(ii) The overall evaluated cost or price and technical rating of the successful and the debriefed offeror and past performance information on the debriefed offeror.

(iii) The overall ranking of all offerors, when any ranking was developed by the agency during source selection.

(iv) A summary of the rationale for award.

(v) For acquisitions of commercial items, the make and model of the item to be delivered by the successful offeror.

(vi) Reasonable responses to relevant questions posed by the debriefed offeror as to whether source-selection procedures set forth in the solicitation, applicable regulations, and other applicable authorities were followed by the agency.

BASIS FOR AWARD

a.
The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer represents the best overall value to the Government in terms of quality and cost/price. Quality, for this requirement, is expressed as technical capability, which must be demonstrated in each offeror’s technical proposal. Technical capability is more important than cost/price. However, cost/price will become more important if offerors are evaluated as technically equal.

b.
Offers will be evaluated from a best overall value standpoint. Therefore, the technical proposals must include sufficiently detailed information and discussion to enable evaluations based upon the factors listed below. Also, during evaluation, assessments of the fairness and reasonableness of costs/prices tendered by each offeror will be conducted.

M.2. TECHNICAL EVALUATION FACTORS

a.  The award will be made based on the best overall value proposal that is determined to be the most beneficial to the Government, with appropriate consideration given to the five evaluation factors:

Factor #5:  Cost

b.  The factors -- Management Approach, Technical Approach, and Relevant Experience are most important and are equal in importance.  Past Performance is less important than Management Approach, Technical Approach, or Relevant Experience.  Cost is least important.  The non-cost factors combined are significantly more important than the cost factor; however, cost may become the deciding factor if proposals are evaluated and determined to be literally equivalent on all non-cost factors.  On the rare occasion that no past performance exists within the offeror’s organization or for whom information on past performance is unavailable, the offeror will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance but will be treated as an unknown performance risk.  To receive consideration for award, a rating of no less than “Acceptable” must be achieved for Management Approach, Technical Approach, and Relevant Experience. The absence of any contract requirement from the PRST shall not detract from its enforceability nor limit the rights or remedies of the government under any other provision of this contract, including the clauses entitled, “Inspection of Services” and “Default”.  The government has the right to inspect all services required in the contract.

The Contract reference for each listed requirement is set forth in column 2.

The Acceptable Quality Level for each requirement is set forth in column 3.

The Method of Surveillance for each requirement is set forth in column 4.

2.2.  Government Quality Assurance.  Contractor performance will be compared to the contract performance standards and the PRST.  The government may use a variety of surveillance methods to evaluate the contractor’s performance to determine if it meets the contract standards.  The methods used on this contract are: 

Annual inspection of the processes or output items.

Customer complaints.

2.3.  Performance Evaluation.  Performance of a service will be evaluated to determine whether or not it meets the performance threshold of the contract.  When the performance threshold is not met a Contract Discrepancy Report (CDR) will be issued to the contractor by the contracting officer or if authorized by the COR.  The contractor shall respond to the CDR by completing the form and returning it to the contracting officer within 15 calendar days of receipt.
