The technical evaluation criteria will be evaluated by studying the technical proposals and other requested documents for past performance. The price will be evaluated by the conducting of a price/cost analysis.

Acceptable- A proposal that satisfies all of the Government’s requirements with minimal detail to indicate feasibility of the approach and shows a minimal understanding of the problems, with an overall moderate to high degree of risk in meeting the Governments requirements.

Unacceptable- A proposal that contains major error(s), omissions(s) or deficiency (ies) that indicate a lack of understanding of the problems or an approach that cannot be expected to meet requirements or involves a very high risk, and non e of these conditions can be corrected without a major rewrite or revision of the proposal. 

b. Past Performance/Performance Risk:  Performance risk is something that both the Government and the offerors want to keep at a level that is appropriate for the acquisition. Place of manufacture means the place where an end product is assembled out of components, or otherwise made or processed from raw materials into the finished product that is to be provided to the Government. If a product is disassembled and reassembled, the place of reassembly is not the place of manufacture.

Restricted business operations means business operations in Sudan that include power production activities, mineral extraction activities, oil-related activities, or the production of military equipment, as those terms are defined in the Sudan Accountability and Divestment Act of 2007 (Pub. (End of clause)

ORGANIZATIONAL AND CONSULTANT CONFLICTS OF INTEREST (MAR 1999) (USAMRAA)

a.  It is recognized by the parties hereto that the effort performed by the contractor under this contract is of a nature that it creates a potential organizational conflict of interest as is contemplated under the FAR Subpart 9.5. 

b.  In the performance of this contract, the contractor may have access to data which is procurement sensitive or is proprietary to other companies, Government consultants or advisors, or the Government.  The contractor agrees that he will not utilize such procurement sensitive or proprietary data in performance of future competitive contracts, for studies in the same field, procured either through sealed bids or competitive negotiations. The contractor further agrees not to act as a subcontractor or consultant to any other prime contractor or subcontractor seeking to utilize such data.

c.  The contractor will include the provisions of paragraphs a and b in every first tier subcontract for performance of any portion of this requirement.

d.  This clause shall have effect from the time of award through the end of the performance period.

TASK/DELIVERY ORDERS (DEC 2006) (USAMRAA) 

a.  The contractor shall perform in accordance with the contract schedule and as called for by orders issued in accordance with this clause.

b.  The SF 1155 or 1449 will be used to issue task assignments and to signify Contracting Officer notification to commence work under the individual task orders. The contractor shall not proceed with the task until notification is received from the Contracting Officer.

c.  The task/delivery orders, and modifications to task/delivery orders, will be numbered by the issuing office.  Modifications to the task/delivery orders will be designated by the modification number and contain the original task order number.

d.  The contractor shall identify all correspondence,

reports, drawings, and other pertinent papers in connection with the contract by imprinting thereon the task/delivery order and the contract number, plus any other references furnished by the Contracting Officer.

e.  The total of all completed and outstanding Task/Delivery Orders will at no time exceed the current amount obligated.

f.  The Competition Advocate for the U.S. Army Medical Research Materiel Command, Fort Detrick, Maryland has been designated as the Ombudsman for this contract. (applicable to multiple award contracts only)

g. Procedures:

(1)  Prior to issuance of a Task/Delivery Order and upon definition of the Government requirement, the Contracting Officer will, in writing, issue to the contractor a Task/Delivery Order Request for Proposal (RFP) which will designate a preferred Task/Delivery Order type. 

(2)  The contractor shall submit one electronic copy to the Contract Specialist by a date mutually agreed upon but no later than 10 working days after receipt of the RFP: 

     a.  Technical proposal (or Task Execution Plan (TEP)) which sets forth the contractor's understanding of the requirement, performance schedule, staffing plan, and level of effort required.  The technical proposal/TEP should also address other documentation required by the Government to perform the task or any specific issues raised in the RFP.

     b.  Cost proposal which sets forth all costs associated with furnishing the required services, including cost or price data.

Note:  If longer than  10 days will be required, the contractor shall provide justification to the Contracting Officer, in writing, as soon as possible after receipt of a task assignment.

The contractor's technical proposal/TEP shall be consistent with Section C and the technical and cost proposals incorporated into the contract.  The contractor shall also identify any necessary differences between the technical proposal/TEP and the technical and business proposals incorporated into the contract. 

(3)  Upon receipt of the contractor's proposal, the Government will proceed to evaluate the same, subsequent to which negotiations will take place between the Contracting Officer and the contractor.  The contractor is expressly forbidden from discussing with the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR), or any other Government technical personnel, any aspects of any pending Task/Delivery Orders absent expressed written permission from the Contracting Officer to that effect.  

(4)  Following the conclusion of negotiations, the Contracting Officer will issue a fully executed Task/Delivery Order, containing all agreed-to terms and conditions, specifying the task to be performed, special reporting requirements and  a firm-fixed price amount.

(5) In the event that the parties fail to agree on Task Order type, price, costs and/or fixed fee or profit for any Task Order hereunder, the Contracting Officer may render a unilateral written decision as to what type of Task Order and what level of price or costs and/or fee/profit is reasonable under the circumstances for the services required pursuant to the Task Order, and will subsequently unilaterally issue the Task Order in accordance with that decision.  Said decision shall constitute a decision rendered concerning a question of fact within the meaning of and governed by the terms of FAR Clause 52.233-1 in Section I of this contract.

The ceiling price of this contract is $ 350,000.00.  The contractor agrees that the work performed under this contract shall be accomplished within the specified ceiling price.  Unless and until the Contracting Officer has notified the contractor in writing that the ceiling price has been increased and the amount of the increase, any costs incurred in excess of the ceiling price shall be borne by the contractor.  The contractor's attention is directed to Section of this contract, entitled "Task/Delivery Orders".  Contractor entitlement to the monies specified as the contract ceiling is derived solely from the issuance and successful performance of task/ delivery orders against that ceiling amount.

a.  The Contractor agrees to utilize the following Key

STATEMENT OF OBJECTIVES
Statement of Objectives

Special Operations Forces Medical Handbook (SOFMH) Mobile Device Application Services

1.0 SCOPE OF WORK: The Special Operations Forces Medical Handbook (SOFMH) Mobile Device Application will provide a means for special operations forces (SOF) medical personnel to access the clinical materials available within the Special Operations Forces Medical Handbook, 2nd edition (SOFMH2) in an electronic format on a mobile device, including RIM Blackberry, Windows Mobile and Apple (iPhone) operating systems.  

The SOFMH mobile device application will be developed for specific clinical topics and systematically evaluated for acceptance and performance within the SOF medical community as part of a pilot research effort with joint oversight from the United States Special Operations Command (US SOCOM) Surgeon’s Office and the United States Army Medical Research and Materiel Command, Telemedicine and Advanced Technology Research Center (USA MRMC TATRC).

The SOFMH mobile device application development team will work closely with designated US SOCOM and USA MRMC TATRC staff members to complete the development task and assist in the systematic assessment of the resulting product. The contractor shall provide development services, authoring software and testing support staffing as required for Government personnel responsible for the SOFMH2.  The contractor shall furnish all software, labor, management, supervision, teaching, consultations and reports for this effort. 

2.0. BACKGROUND:  The SOFMH2 contains 900 pages of densely written material and line drawings. It has a wealth of medical procedures and knowledge that have been painstakingly developed and refined by teams of medical experts for the needs of the SOF Medic. While this book is a valuable reference resource in its printed form, creating interactive, computer-based versions for mobile platforms could yield significant benefits with respect to portability, ease of use, search, compliance to procedures and many others. One specific interest in developing an interactive tool from this content is to provide support resources for SOF medics rendering aid on humanitarian missions where they encounter clinical conditions not often seen on the battlefield. 

The reference material to be converted to a mobile device format was all developed by US military medical experts due to their importance in care of military personnel and also in humanitarian missions to provide medical care and stability operations to local populations. However, these procedures are currently only available in paper form through the SOFMH2. However, the continued proliferation and ubiquity of computing technologies and devices implies the need to develop electronic versions of these procedures. Such versions can have greater acceptability and usefulness among newer members of the military since they have grown up in a world where the web, PDAs, iPods, and cell phones are the primary means of gaining information rather than static text. Further, a mobile application can be easily updated and distributed with much greater ease and speed than paper-based media. A secure website can be leveraged by US SOCOM to serve as a repository of these mobile decision tools for easy worldwide distribution to their authorized servicemen and women.

3.0 REQUIREMENT:  The Contractor shall provide mobile device application development services, as well as clinical and medical informatics subject matter expertise (SME) Consultants to support the SOFMH Mobile Device Application Initiative.

4.0 TASKS:  The Contractor will provide the following tasks:

a. Conversion of existing SOFMH2 clinical topics from an electronic word document into a decision based software application capable of functioning in a stand-alone mode on a mobile device.  

b. Delivery of standalone authoring software for the development and review of a mobile medical decision application to the government for use on Windows Operating System (OS) desktop computers.

c. Assist in the training of designated personnel on the clinical authoring tool for mobile devices

d. Assist in the training of designated personnel on the SOFMH mobile device application

e. Assist in the systematic evaluation of the SOFMH mobile device application at a designated military installation within the continental United States (CONUS).

5.0 LEVEL OF EFFORT (LOE): The contractor shall propose the level of effort and time period for successful performance of the tasks in the SOO. The Government (LOE) estimates below for this requirement are based on twelve-months of a man-year of 1920 hours (Government Standard).  

a. The estimated level of effort for tasks 4a-4e would not exceed 1280 hours in a 12 month period of performance during the base year of this contract. 

b. The conversion of SOFMH2 clinical topics in the base year of this contract will be limited to 5 topics.  These topics will be selected by the Government from within Part 3: General Symptoms and/or Part 5: Specialty Areas of the SOFMH2 publication.

c. The resulting SOFMH mobile device application for these five topic areas will include still images; video and/or audio files not included within the SOFMH2 publication, but will be provided by the Government at the time of the clinical topic selection.

d. The stand alone authoring software provided to the Government for the peer review of the Contractors effort will be provided with and unlimited license for installation and use on government computer systems.

e. The stand alone authoring software should be based on MS Visual Studio, Visual C# and/or .NET compact framework architectures.

f. The authoring software and mobile device applications (players) will be accompanied by user manuals and other appropriate training support materials

g. The SOFMH mobile device application must be compatible with RIM Blackberry, Windows Mobile and Apple (iPhone) Operating Systems and some J2ME devices. 

h. Evaluation of the SOFMH device application will be limited to 10 working days or less onsite at a military installation within CONUS.

i. Regardless of the initial staffing level, contractors shall, as part of each task effort, analyze work operation and suggest/provide alternative methods of staffing that are more efficient especially in cases of staff not performing at task levels identified in Paragraph 4.   The success of this analysis effort and the improvements suggested and/or implemented will be considered in subsequent task order award decisions.

j. Services must adhere to standards of practice set forth by the U.S. Army and relevant federal, state, and local laws.  

k. Contractor must demonstrate sound professional judgment and highest ethical standards in executing contract responsibilities.  
l. Contractor shall wear professionally appropriate civilian apparel and wear appropriate Contractor Photo ID badge when working on-site.
6.0. OPTIONS FOR INCREASED QUANTITIES.  The Government may need to increase these requirements for additional Chapters, Topics and pages.  The increase can be estimated based on 1-25 pages, 26-50 pages and 51-100 pages.  The contractor shall provide an estimate for each of these optional increases.  

7.0 DELIVERABLES: The contractor shall provide all deliverables identified in this Section and Section 9 of this PWS.   Additionally, the contractor shall provide a Monthly Status Report describing activities of those assigned to the project, problems encountered, actual or recommended corrective action and a summary of funding activity. The USA MRMC TATRC Functional Representative will review all deliverables.

The contractors’ quality control program is the means by which they assure themselves that their work complies with the requirement of the contract.
