3.  Scope of Work.

The Contractor shall provide project management support services for the US Army Medical Information Technology Center (USAMITC) Project Management Division (PMD).  

This task is neither inherently Government nor personal services in nature.

Objective.  The objective of the requirements in this Performance Work Statement (PWS) is to accomplish a set of specific tasks targeted at providing project management support services for USAMITC IT projects.  

Hours of Operation.  Normal duty hours are Monday-Friday, excluding federal holidays and non-work hours due to Post closures, eight hours per day between the hours of 0700 to 1800 with a lunch break ranging from 30 to 60 minutes in duration.  The tour of duty is established with the Task Manager.  Total hours of performance shall not exceed the number of hours ordered in the schedule.  Subject to prior approval by TM/COR, variation in work schedule is acceptable when the total contract hours are not exceeded and no obligation is incurred requiring Contractor personnel to be paid overtime.  

4.  Security Requirements.

 Contractor personnel will be working in a restricted, secured environment and shall be responsible for compliance with the Army Physical Security Program, AR 190-13.  Regulations and directives are available in the USAMITC Security Office.

Personnel working under this PWS require a National Agency Check Investigation.  If derogatory information is reported, the Contractor employee must be removed from the project.

All Contractor personnel shall be designated by the Information Assurance Division as IT  I, IT  II, or IT  III, as defined in DOD Regulation 5200.2-R, DOD Personnel Security Program, and all Contractor personnel shall receive the appropriate security clearance.  Contractor personnel shall review AR 380-19, Information Systems Security.  Regulations and directives are available in the USAMITC Security Office.

Prior to reporting to the work site, Contractor personnel shall report to the USAMITC Security Office for issuance of a government badge and security in briefing.

While on the Government site, Contractor personnel shall wear the Government-Issued facility badge.  The badge will be properly displayed on front of the upper torso and visible at all times.

Contractor personnel may be required to perform temporary duty (TDY) outside the 50 United States, its territories and possessions and will require an Antiterrorism (AT) and Force Protection (FP) briefing within six months of travel.  The briefing includes viewing a Force Protection video and receiving an additional briefing from a certified AT/FP instructor (including area specific information).  The Contractual Project Director and USAMITC Security Manager will assist in scheduling these briefings.

    Germany Requirement. 

All persons who stay in Germany for more than 90 consecutive days are required to obtain a residence permit.  US Citizens in possession of a valid US passport do not need a visa for airport transit, tourist or business trips for stays up to 90 days.  If you intend to stay longer than 90 days, you are required to register at the local Standesamt – Einwohnermeldeamt (registration Office) within one week of arrival.  Citizens of the United States of America may apply for their residence permit after entering Germany without a visa.  Alternatively they can apply for a residence permit prior to entry at the German Embassy in Washington or at a German Consulate (currently located in Atlanta, Boston, Chicago, Houston, Los Angeles, Miami, New York or San Francisco).     Republic of Korea Requirement. 

Invited contractor or technical representative (TR) status under US – Republic of Korea (ROK).

Invited contractor and TR status shall be governed by the U.S.-ROK Status of Forces Agreement (SOFA) as implemented by USFK Reg 700-19.

Invited contractor or TR status under the SOFA is subject to the written approval of ACofS, Acquisition Management (FKAQ), Unit #15237, APO AP 96205-5237.

The contracting officer will coordinate with HQ USFK, ACofS, Acquisition Management (FKAQ), IAW FAR 25.8, and USFK Reg 700-19. The ACofS, Acquisition Management will determine the appropriate contractor status under the SOFA and notify the contracting officer of that determination.

Subject to the above determination, the contractor, including its employees and lawful dependents, may be accorded such privileges and exemptions under conditions and limitations as specified in the SOFA and USFK Reg 700-19. These privileges and exemptions may be furnished during the performance period of the contract, subject to their availability and continued SOFA status. Logistic support privileges are provided on an as-available basis to properly authorized individuals.

The contractor warrants and shall ensure that collectively, and individually, its officials and employees performing under this contract will not perform any contract, service, or other business activity in the ROK, except under U.S. Government contracts and that performance is IAW the SOFA.

The contractor's direct employment of any Korean-National labor for performance of this contract shall be governed by ROK Labor Law and USFK Regulation(s) pertaining to the direct employment and personnel administration of Korean National personnel.

The authorities of the ROK have the right to exercise jurisdiction over invited contractors and technical representatives, including contractor officials, employees and their dependents, for offenses committed in the ROK and punishable by the laws of the ROK. In recognition of the role of such persons in the defense of the ROK, they will be subject to the provisions of Article XXII, SOFA, related Agreed Minutes and Understandings. In those cases in which the authorities of the ROK decide not to exercise jurisdiction, they shall notify the U.S. military authorities as soon as possible. Upon such notification, the military authorities will have the right to exercise jurisdiction as is conferred by the laws of the U.S.

Invited contractors and technical representatives agree to cooperate fully with the USFK sponsoring agency and RO on all matters pertaining to logistic support. In particular, contractors will provide the assigned sponsoring agency prompt and accurate reports of changes in employee status as required by USFK Reg 700-19. 

Except for contractor air crews flying Air Mobility Command missions, all U.S. contractors performing work on USAF classified contracts will report to the nearest Security Forces Information Security Section for the geographical area where the contract is to be performed to receive information concerning local security requirements.

Invited contractor and technical representative status may be withdrawn by USFK/FKAQ upon:

Completion or termination of the contract.

Determination that the contractor or its employees are engaged in business activities in the ROK other than those pertaining to U.S. armed forces.

Determination that the contractor or its employees are engaged in practices illegal in the ROK or are violating USFK regulations.

It is agreed that the withdrawal of invited contractor or technical representative status, or the withdrawal of, or failure to provide any of the privileges associated therewith by the U.S. and USFK, shall not constitute grounds for excusable delay by the contractor in the performance of the contract and will not justify or excuse the contractor defaulting in the performance of this contract. Furthermore, it is agreed that withdrawal of SOFA Status for reasons outlined in USFK Reg 700-19, paragraphs 2-6a through 2-6c shall not serve as a basis for the contractor filing any claims against the U.S. or USFK. Under no circumstance shall the withdrawal of SOFA Status or privileges be considered or construed as a breach of contract by the U.S. or USFK.

8.  Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan (QASP).

    Invoicing.  The contractor shall submit monthly invoices in sufficient detail to differentiate the application of costs per resources.  This includes detailed costs for travel and travel related expenses.  The TM shall approve other Direct Costs, outside of travel, before being incurred.  Contractor shall invoice the Government using the following format:  Contract Number and Government Delivery Order Numbers, the period of performance, the incumbent employees’ labor category, labor rate, number of labor hours.  Invoice should also include cumulative labor hours and dollars year to date for specific projects and incumbent.  Invoice shall be submitted through Wide Area Work Flow (WAWF) and produced both electronically and hard copy using software compatible with current USAMITC standards.

Project and Resource Management.  Contractor personnel shall use the project and resource management tool PlanView.  The Government will furnish licenses and training.  Contractor personnel may perform one or all of the following tasks:  

(1)
Input the breakdown of work and tasks; 

(2)
Add schedule dates; 

(3)
Assign resources; 

(4)
Collect time, input time, and close work.

Note:
The Government will schedule an initial meeting with contractor personnel and contractor managers to discuss the roles of personnel and the goals and objectives of this requirement.

9.  Contractor Personnel.

    Contractor Personnel Selection.

The offeror must provide thorough and detailed documentation of the experience, abilities, and background for Personnel under this contract in the form of resumes.  Such documentation should include but not be limited to: name, resume, curriculum vitae, types and description of experience.

The contractor agrees that during the contract performance period substitution for Personnel shall not be permitted unless such substitution is necessitated by sudden illness, death, or termination of employment.  In any of these events, the contractor shall promptly notify the Contracting Officer and provide the information required by paragraph (3) below.

All requests for substitutions must provide a detailed explanation of the circumstances necessitating the proposed substitution(s), a complete resume for the proposed substitute(s), and any other information requested by the Contracting Officer needed to approve or disapprove the proposed substitution(s).  All proposed substitutes shall have qualifications that are equal to or higher than the qualifications of the person to be replaced.  

    Contractor Identification.  Contractor personnel working at a government facility, must always identify themselves as a Contractor working for the Government.  This applies to all written correspondence such as e-mail and hard copy memorandums.  This also applies when the contractor personnel answer any Government telephone. 

    Conduct of Personnel.  The COR, with the approval of the contracting officer (KO), may require the Contractor to remove any employee from the job site for reasons of misconduct or security violations, or found or suspected to be under the influence of alcohol, drugs, or other incapacitating agents.  Contractor employees shall be subject to dismissal from the premises upon determination by the COR and the KO that such action is in the best interest of the Government.

    Prohibited Employees.  The Contractor shall not employ any person who is a military member or civilian employee of the United States Government, even in that person’s off-duty status, if the employment of that person would be in violation of the Standards of Conduct defined in DOD Directive 5500.7, nor shall the Contractor employ any such person unless such person seeks and received approval in accordance with applicable department regulations.  The Contractor shall not employ any relatives of Government military or civilian personnel who have either direct or indirect association with the awarding or administrating of this contract.  The Contractor shall not employ any former military member or civilian employee of the United States Government if such employment would be in violation of law or the Standards of Conduct contained in DOD Directive 5500.7.  

    Contractor Behavior in the Workplace. 

(1)
Contractor employees shall not make final decisions nor approve their own recommendations or the recommendations of other contractors.

(2)
Contractors shall be disqualified from performing, offering or bidding on the task if their employees participate in the preparation of a PWS/statement of work (SOW) or otherwise participate in the development of the requirement.  This includes exposure to procurement sensitive information not specifically related to assigned tasks and/or responsibilities as stated in the PWS.

(3)
Contractor employees shall identify themselves at meetings, in conferences, on the telephone and in electronic mail.

(4)
Contractor employees shall not task or supervise government employees nor shall they task or supervise other contract employees unless specifically required by the PWS.  This includes accepting assignments from other contractors or government employees without the approval of a KO.

(5)
Contractor personnel shall not represent the Government in discussions or meetings.  If required to attend meetings of a sensitive or classified nature, contractor personnel shall ensure a government representative has acknowledged to the government host their need-to-know.

 Resignation and Removal.  When the Contractor receives a resignation notice from its employees or notifies them of impending removal from contract support, the Contractor shall notify the COR and TM within one hour to determine requirements for continued administrator permissions and network access.  The contractor shall replace employee within two weeks of departure.

Security and Privacy. Access to information subject to the provisions of the Privacy Act is not normally required; however, it is required when diagnosing and repairing site software.  Personnel shall adhere to the Privacy Act, Title 5 of the U.S. Code, Section 552a and applicable agency rules and regulations. 

The Contractor shall -

(1)
Provide physical security for all material, equipment, data, and information handled during contract performance, in accordance with AR 190-13, The Army Physical Security Program, AR 190-51, Security of Unclassified Army Property (Sensitive and Nonsensitive), and command policies, procedures, and regulations.

(2)
Perform operations on, have access to, or handle data and information that contain classified, sensitive, proprietary, or Privacy Act information or data. The Contractor shall handle classified and sensitive information in accordance with the provided DD Form 254, Department of Defense Contract Security Classification Specification.

10.  Privacy and Security of Protected Health Information. 

IAW DOD 6025.18R “Department of Defense Health Information Privacy Regulation” the Contractor meets the definition of Business Associate.  Therefore, a Business Associate Agreement is required to comply with both the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA) Privacy and Security regulations. This clause serves as that agreement whereby the Contractor agrees to abide by all applicable HIPAA Privacy and Security requirements regarding health information as defined in this clause, and DOD 6025.18R, as amended.  Additional requirements will be addressed when implemented.

(a) Definitions.  As used in this clause generally refer to the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) definition unless a more specific provision exists in DOD 6025.18R. 

Individual has the same meaning as the term ``individual'' in 45 CFR 164.501 and 164.103 and shall include a person who qualifies as a personal representative in accordance with 45 CFR 164.502(g).

Privacy Rule means the Standards for Privacy of Individually Identifiable Health Information at 45 CFR part 160 and part 164, subparts A and E.

Protected Health Information has the same meaning as the term ``protected health information'' in 45 CFR 164.501, limited to the information created or received by The Contractor from or on behalf of The Government.

Electronic Protected Health Information has the same meaning as the term “electronic protected health information” in 45 CFR 160.103.

Required by Law has the same meaning as the term ``required by law'' in 45 CFR 164.501 and 164.103.

Secretary means the Secretary of the Department of Health and Human Services or his/her designee.

Security Rule means the Health Insurance Reform: Security Standards at 45 CFR part 160, 162 and part 164, subpart C.

Terms used, but not otherwise defined, in this Agreement shall have the same meaning as those terms in 45 CFR 160.103, 164.501 and 164.304.

(b)  The Contractor agrees to not use or further disclose Protected Health Information other than as permitted or required by the Contract or as Required by Law.

(c) The Contractor agrees to use appropriate safeguards to prevent use or disclosure of the Protected Health Information other than as provided for by this Contract.

(d) The Contractor agrees to use administrative, physical, and technical safeguards that reasonably and appropriately protect the confidentiality, integrity, and availability of the electronic protected health information that it creates, receives, maintains, or transmits in the execution of this Contract. 

(e) The Contractor agrees to mitigate, to the extent practicable, any harmful effect that is known to the Contractor of a use or disclosure of Protected Health Information by the Contractor in violation of the requirements of this Contract. 

(f) The Contractor agrees to report to the Government any security incident involving protected health information of which it becomes aware.

 (g) The Contractor agrees to report to the Government any use or disclosure of the Protected Health Information not provided for by this Contract of which the Contractor becomes aware of.

(h) The Contractor agrees to ensure that any agent, including a subcontractor, to whom it provides Protected Health Information received from, or created or received by the Contractor on behalf of the Government agrees to the same restrictions and conditions that apply through this Contract to the Contractor with respect to such information.

(i)  The Contractor agrees to ensure that any agent, including a subcontractor, to whom it provides electronic Protected Health Information, agrees to implement reasonable and appropriate safeguards to protect it

 (j) The Contractor agrees to provide access, at the request of the Government, and in the time and manner designated by the Government to Protected Health Information in a Designated Record Set, to the Government or, as directed by the Government, to an Individual in order to meet the requirements under 45 CFR 164.524.

(k) The Contractor agrees to make any amendment(s) to Protected Health Information in a Designated Record Set that the Government directs or agrees to pursuant to 45 CFR 164.526 at the request of the Government or an Individual, and in the time and manner designated by the Government. 

(l) The Contractor agrees to make internal practices, books, and records relating to the use and disclosure of Protected Health Information received from, or created or received by the Contractor on behalf of, the Government, available to the Government, or at the request of the Government to the Secretary, in a time and manner designated by the Government or the Secretary, for purposes of the Secretary determining the Government’s compliance with the Privacy Rule.

(m) The Contractor agrees to document such disclosures of Protected Health Information and information related to such disclosures as would be required for the Government to respond to a request by an Individual for an accounting of disclosures of Protected Health Information in accordance with 45 CFR 164.528.

(n) The Contractor agrees to provide to the Government or an Individual, in time and manner designated by the Government, information collected in accordance with this Clause of the Contract, to permit the Government to respond to a request by an Individual for an accounting of disclosures of Protected Health Information in accordance with 45 CFR 164.528.

    General Use and Disclosure Provisions.  Except as otherwise limited in this Agreement, the Contractor may use or disclose Protected Health Information on behalf of, or to provide services to, the Government for treatment, payment, or healthcare operations purposes, in accordance with the specific use and disclosure provisions below, if such use or disclosure of Protected Health Information would not violate the Privacy Rule, the Security Rule or DOD 6025.18R if done by the Government. 

    Specific Use and Disclosure Provisions.

            (a) Except as otherwise limited in this Agreement, the Contractor may use Protected Health Information for the proper management and administration of the Contractor or to carry out the legal responsibilities of the Contractor.

            (b) Except as otherwise limited in this Agreement, the Contractor may disclose Protected Health Information for the proper management and administration of the Contractor, provided that disclosures are required by law, or the Contractor obtains reasonable assurances from the person to whom the information is disclosed that it will remain confidential and used or further disclosed only as required by law or for the purpose for which it was disclosed to the person, and the person notifies the Contractor of any instances of which it is aware in which the confidentiality of the information has been breached.

            (c) Except as otherwise limited in this Agreement, the Contractor may use Protected Health Information to provide Data Aggregation services to the Government as permitted by 45 CFR 164.504(e)(2)(i)(B).

            (d) Contractor may use Protected Health Information to report violations of law to appropriate Federal and State authorities, consistent with 45 CFR 164.502(j)(1).  

    Obligations of the Government.

Provisions for the Government to Inform the Contractor of Privacy Practices and Restrictions 

(a) Upon request the Government shall provide the Contractor with the notice of privacy practices that the Government produces in accordance with 45 CFR 164.520, as well as any changes to such notice.

 (b) The Government shall provide the Contractor with any changes in, or 

revocation of, permission by Individual to use or disclose Protected Health Information, if such changes affect the Contractor's permitted or required uses and disclosures.

(c) The Government shall notify the Contractor of any restriction to the use or disclosure of Protected Health Information that the Government has agreed to in accordance with 45 CFR 164.522.

Permissible Requests by the Government.  The Government shall not request the Contractor to use or disclose Protected Health Information in any manner that would not be permissible under the Privacy Rule if done by the Government, except for providing Data Aggregation services to the Government and for management and administrative activities of the Contractor as otherwise permitted by this clause.

    Termination.

(a) Termination. A breach by the Contractor of this clause, may subject the Contractor to termination under any applicable default or termination provision of this Contract. 

(b) Effect of Termination.

(1)   If this contract has records management requirements, the 

records subject to the Clause should be handled in accordance with the records management requirements.  If this contract does not have records management requirements, the records should be handled in accordance with paragraphs (2) and (3) below

(2)   If this contract does not have records management requirements, except as provided in paragraph (3) of this section, upon termination of this Contract, for any reason, the Contractor shall return or destroy all Protected Health Information received from the Government, or created or received by the Contractor on behalf of the Government. This provision shall apply to Protected Health Information that is in the possession of subcontractors or agents of the Contractor. The Contractor shall retain no copies of the Protected Health Information.

(3)   If this contract does not have records management provisions and the Contractor determines that returning or destroying the Protected Health Information is infeasible, the Contractor shall provide to the Government notification of the conditions that make return or destruction infeasible. Upon mutual agreement of the Government and the Contractor that return or destruction of Protected Health Information is infeasible, the Contractor shall extend the protections of this Contract to such Protected Health Information and limit further uses and disclosures of such Protected Health Information to those purposes that make the return or destruction infeasible, for so long as the Contractor maintains such Protected Health Information.

    Miscellaneous.

(a) Regulatory References. A reference in this Clause to a section in DOD 6025.18R, Privacy Rule or Security Rule means the section as in effect or as amended, and for which compliance is required.

(b) Survival. The respective rights and obligations of Business Associate under the ``Effect of Termination'' provision of this Clause shall survive the termination of this Contract.

(c) Interpretation. Any ambiguity in this Clause shall be resolved in favor of a meaning that permits the Government to comply with DOD 6025.18R, Privacy Rule or Security Rule.

    Access to Protected Information. If, during the performance of this procurement, Contractor personnel obtain access, by any means, to protected information, including trade secrets or proprietary information of other contractors, Government source selection information, HIPAA, Privacy Act information, or any other information with distribution limited by the Government, Contractor personnel shall in no way divulge any such information except as it relates to the performance of this procurement within USAMITC itself, or shall not otherwise use or disclose this information for their personal gain, the gain of their employer, or the gain of anyone else. Contractor personnel shall notify the Contracting Officer, their Task Manager, or the Contracting Officer Representative of any potential organizational conflict of interest created by any such access. A nondisclosure agreement, however, will not overcome an Organizational Conflict of Interest (OCI) as defined in FAR part 9.5. Moreover, compliance with the Trade Secrets Act requires the consent of the owner of the proprietary information before another non-federal entity may be allowed access to such information. Accordingly, all Government Contractors are required to mark their proprietary information; any time the Contractor is given access to such marked information, it is incumbent upon the Contractor to inform the Contracting Officer of the access. Contractor personnel ordinarily will be required to sign a nondisclosure agreement before starting work under the contract. Failure to comply with this clause shall be deemed adequate cause for the removal of a Contractor employee from employment with the Contractor. The Contractor’s employment contracts with its employees shall include a provision to provide for their removal under these conditions.

 Proprietary Statement.  All data received, processed, evaluated, loaded and/or created as a result of this delivery order will remain the sole property of the Government unless specific exception is granted in writing by the Contracting Officer.  Performance may require the contractor to access data and information proprietary to a government agency, another government contractor, or of such nature that its dissemination or use other than as specified on this SOW would be adverse to the interests of the government and/or others.  Neither the contractor, nor contractor personnel, shall divulge nor release data or information developed or obtained under performance of this work statement, except to authorize government personnel or upon written approval of the Contracting Officer (KO).  The contractor shall not use, disclose, or reproduce proprietary data that bears a restrictive legend, other than as specified in this statement of work. Information identified by the government staff as sensitive information (Exemption 2 through 9 DOD Privacy Act program: DOD 5400.7-R) shall be handled and processed as For Official Use Only.  Information identified as medical quality assurance information (DOD 6040.37) shall be processed as For Official Use Only.  Contractor shall comply with RMO Memorandum, “Acquisition Documentation Security Markings”, February 15, 1994.

  DISCLOSURE OF CONFLICTS OF INTEREST 

The Government will award contracts only to those offerors whose objectivity is not impaired by conflicting interests. Based on this policy— 

(a) The offeror shall provide a statement in its proposal which describes in a concise manner all past, present or planned organizational, financial, contractual or other interest(s) with any organization whose interests may be substantially affected by USAMRMC activities, and which is related to the work under this solicitation. The interest(s) described shall include those of the offeror, its employees, affiliates, proposed consultants, and proposed subcontractors.  Past interest shall be limited to within one year of the date of the offeror's technical proposal.   

(b) The Offeror shall describe in detail why it believes, in light of the interest(s) identified in (a) above, that performance of the proposed contract can be accomplished in an impartial and objective manner. 

(c) In the absence of any relevant interest identified in (a) above, the offeror shall submit in its proposal a statement certifying that to its best knowledge and belief no affiliation exists relevant to possible conflicts of interest. 52.212-2     EVALUATION--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (JAN 1999)

(a) The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered. The following factors shall be used to evaluate offers:

Technical Approach.  This Government will assess the degree to which the offeror’s techniques, methods, and processes are likely to minimize risk and result in successful completion of the tasks in the PWS.  The Government will assess the offeror’s ability to produce contract deliverables by examining the degree to which the offeror’s explanation of the manner and methods to be used are likely to result in the desired outcomes.  The Government will assess the degree to which the offeror’s technical proposal demonstrates capability in all areas of the PWS, particularly the provision of PMSS support.
Management Approach.  The Government will assess the degree to which the offeror’s management procedures and capabilities are likely to result in successful contract performance.  The Government will assess the extent to which the labor categories proposed by the offeror are likely to successfully complete the tasks in the PWS.  The Government will assess the offeror’s understanding of the importance of PMSS positions by the number and quality of Commitment Resumes submitted for these positions.  The Government will assess the offeror’s ability to comply with the PWS by reviewing the proposed staffing plan with regard to the appropriateness of proposed labor categories and the qualifications of key personnel.  The Government will assess the degree to which teaming agreements, when proposed, demonstrate capabilities necessary to complete the work contained in the PWS and exhibit efficient and effective teaming techniques.

Past Performance.  This evaluation factor will assess the degree of relevancy and success in past performance efforts in the past 5 years of a similar scope, size, complexity, as the instant requirement will be deemed most relevant.  Then, an assessment of the quality of each offeror’s relevant past performance will be made.  Qualitative information can be gathered through the use of databases, questionnaires, reference checks, and/or personal knowledge.  In determining an overall rating for this factor, consideration will also be given to the number and severity of problems encountered by each offeror in their documented past performances and the demonstrated effectiveness of corrective actions taken.  The overall rating will focus on performance risk based on the offeror’s over-all results, not simply problem-free management.  

Offerors should submit at least 3 recent (within the past 5 years) past performance examples.  Offerors should include a point of contact, current telephone number, and email address associated with each reference.  In addition, each offeror should forward a copy of the Past Performance Questionnaire (an Attachment to the solicitation) to each of their references for completion and return to the Contract Specialist prior to closing of solicitation. Cost and Price Evaluation

The degree to which the offeror’s proposed rates represent a fair and reasonable price will be evaluated using the techniques in FAR 15.305(1), which provides that comparison of the proposed prices will usually satisfy the requirement for price analysis.  Offerors shall provide a spreadsheet listing all labor categories, hourly rates and extended labor costs.  Provide cost for the initial period of performance and each of the four (4) option years (pricing will be for 5 years).  Provide prices that both evaluate the reasonableness and the cost realism of the proposed cost/prices.  The price evaluation will be inclusive of all option prices.

This is a tradeoff  procurement. The Government may elect to award to other than the lowest cost, based on the evaluation of the non-cost factors and the tradeoff to the Government.  

As individual Evaluation Factors.  Technical Approach is the most important factor. Management Approach and Past Performance rank second and third in importance, respectively.  When technical, past performance, and management factors are considered together, they are significantly more important than cost and price.  If two or more proposals are evaluated as relatively equal in technical merit (non-cost factors), cost and price could become the deciding factor in awardee selection.  

(b) Options. The Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total price for all options to the total price for the basic requirement. The Government may determine that an offer is unacceptable if the option prices are significantly unbalanced. Evaluation of options shall not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).
