SECTION C1 – DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES

INTRODUCTION

It is established that a majority of patients who suffer from a traumatic brain and/or blast injury will have cerebral vasospasm. Over the past 5 years, approximately 30% of severe wartime traumatic brain injury (TBI) patients experienced cerebral ischemia as a result of the secondary compromise from Blast-Induced Cerebral Vasospasm.

Today, the use of the Transcranial Doppler (TCD) —brain ultrasound—to assess and monitor cerebral vasospasm is the minimum standard of care. It is well-known that TCD allows for interrogation of the cerebral circulation in a safe, noninvasive, repeatable and cost-effective manner. TCD represents an ideal modality for following disease progression, therapeutic, radiological or surgical revascularization, stages of recovery and long-term therapeutic effects

Military physicians—mainly neurologists and neurosurgeons-- located at military medical centers need immediate access to comprehensive TCD Services in order to ensure the highest quality of neurology care for wounded warriors. Preventing irreversible neurological injury is imperative to ensuring their future independence, quality of life and in some their very survival. 

The U.S. Army Surgeon General is sponsoring the TCD Program as part of the Army Medical Department (AMEDD) overall TBI Action Plan. This program offers comprehensive services-- which includes the use of telemedicine to distribute services at a distance.

TCD PROGRAM DESCRIPTION


The TCD Program is part of the U.S. Army Surgeon General’s overall Traumatic Brain Injury (TBI) Action Plan. It was developed to address the need for timely assessment of cerebral vascular injuries such as vasospasm from TBI. The AMEDD TCD Program uses a comprehensive approach to assessing and monitoring cerebral vascular activities utilizing a central laboratory for oversight and management of this important medical capability.  This program, managed by the Telemedicine and Advanced Technology Research Center (TATRC), has implemented an enhanced level of support for clinicians by providing rapid response to TBI through transcranial ultrasound testing and interpretation. It has served as a vital component of the Neuro-Critical Care Service for the National Capitol Neurosurgery Consortium—which includes Walter Reed Army Medical Center (WRAMC), the National Naval Medical Center (NNMC) – herein referred to as Walter Reed National Medical Center (WRNMC), as well as Brooke Army Medical Center (BAMC) and Wilford Hall Medical Center – herein referred to as San Antonio Military Medical Centers (SAMMC), representing a tri-service approach and providing a capability to areas that previously did not exist. Given the need for early detection, the program will be expanded to Landstuhl Regional Medical Center (LRMC), bringing a capacity for early detection closer to the point of injury.  

The TCD Program will ensure a comprehensive approach to TCD services by implementing a Central Laboratory for oversight and management of this important medical capability. In addition to the traditional TCD testing and interpretations for WRNMC and SAMMC, this program will implement an enhanced level of support for clinicians at LRMC.

PROGRAM OBJECTIVES 

The TCD Program will ensure that physicians at WRNMC, SAMMC, and LRMC will have access to a comprehensive TCD service to ensure the highest standard of neurological care for wounded warriors suffering from brain injury.

The TCD Program will ensure the following:

TCD testing and rapid interpretation of studies is available to all participating sites. 

PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE

12 Months for base contract with two (2) 12-month option periods.

SCOPE OF WORK

The Contractor will provide services as the TCD Central Laboratory and in collaboration with WRNMC/SAMMC/LRMC.  The Contractor shall design, implement and operate a TCD Program to  include the following services:

TCD Program set-up

TCD In-service

TCD 24/7/365 On-site and remote support

TCD Monitoring and Testing

TCD Interpretation

The contractor shall implement a TCD program that ensures continuity of care, building on and augmenting the existing TCD services at WRNMC and SAMMC and expanding to LRMC. 

Task 1: The Contractor shall participate in implementation and shall provide program management services for ongoing program operations.

The Contractor shall participate in implementation planning --which includes the initial set-up of the TCD Program, at LRMC.

The Contractor shall be responsible for the assimilation of protocols and procedures for the TCD program. This includes a protocol for site qualification, a protocol for quality assurance review and scoring of all TCD performance data, and the design of case report forms to be used to record TCD data. 

The Contractor shall install, configure, test and implement the TCD program at the Contractor’s Central Laboratory.

The Contractor shall develop and integrate with existing TCD operations manual to guide the conduct for use of the TCD service.

The Contractor shall confirm equipment specifications to be met for TCD studies and insure that each specific TCD procedure meets these specifications.

The Contractor shall provide grand round presentations on TCD capabilities at WRNMC, SAMMC, and LRMC.

The Contractor shall provide monthly reports on the status of the TCD Program --reporting on the number of TCD studies conducted at each site, and any outstanding issues effecting performance of the TCD Program.

Task 2: The Contractor shall provide neurosonologists to deliver TCD testing services at WRNMC, SAMMC, and LRMC. 

The Contractor shall provide a Clinical Manager to supervise neurosonologists. The Clinical Manager shall be on-call 24/7/365 via a pager. The Clinical Manager shall routinely evaluate the performance on neurosonologists for quality assurance purposes.

Under the direction and supervision of the Clinical Manager, a senior neurosonologist shall be on-call to deliver 24/7/365 services at each of the participating military medical centers (WRNMC, SAMMC, and LRMC).  All neurosonologist should be reachable by pager.  All neurosonologist shall report on-site to the requesting physician within one (1) hour of receiving a “stat” request and as required for routine requests.

Task 3: The Contractor shall provide TCD monitoring, testing and interpretation services at WRNMC, SAMMC, and LRMC: 

The Contractor shall provide TCD bedside monitoring and testing services as requested by attending physicians. 

The Contractor shall conduct TCD monitoring in the operating room and interventional neuroradiology suites. The volume is anticipated not to exceed (NTE) fifteen (15) monitoring sessions per year  in these particular settings. 

The Contractor shall interpret TCD studies performed over a 12- month period. Volume is anticipated not to exceed 850 total tests. Other TCD procedures (bubble TCD, VMR and emboli monitoring) will not exceed 100 tests per year. 

The Contractor shall provide a Neurologist with knowledge of TCD to interpret all TCD studies.

The Contractor shall provide interpretation of “stat’ TCD studies within 30 min. All other routine studies shall be reported within 24 hours of completion.

The Contractor shall maintain a dedicated telecommunications infrastructure to ensure optimal performance in transmitting TCD data to the Central Laboratory for interpretation.

The contractor shall provide a monthly report that details performance throughout the month to listing the specific TCD services performed to include quantities of all tests and other services provided.  The monthly report must accompany monthly invoices to justify amounts billed.

The Technical Proposal is required to meet all requirements of the RFP, not just Evaluation Factors to be eligible for award. 52.212-2     EVALUATION--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (JAN 1999)

(a) The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered. The following factors shall be used to evaluate offers:
1.  BASIS FOR AWARD












a. Proposals will be judged on the basis of best overall value to the government.  The evaluation factors are listed in descending order of importance, except that Technical Approach, Personnel Qualifications, and Corporate Experience are equal and, when combined, are significantly more important than Past Performance.  Past Performance is significantly more important than the Small Business Participation and Price (Note: A Large Business concern must submit a Small Business Subcontracting Plan to be considered for award).  Price is the least important factor.  All evaluation factors, when combined are significantly more important than price.  
b. The offeror’s approach must be sound and demonstrate that the contractor has a thorough understanding of The Army’s Medical Department’s Transcranial Doppler Program, also known as the AMEDD TCD Program, requirements and existing capabilities or similar TCD programs. The offeror must also provide a plan of action that clearly details their capability to provide HIPAA compliant secure connections between patients and providers.  The offeror’s plan should clearly address their capability with regard to conducting TCD in-service training, monitoring and executing TCD studies, and providing interpretive analyses of TCD data. Personnel qualifications must meet or exceed the capabilities required for successful performance of the requirements of the Performance Work Statement (PWS).  

2.  FACTORS TO BE EVALUATED

3.  EVALUATION APPROACH

Factors will be evaluated as follows:

Technical Approach:  Understanding the requirements as demonstrated by the adequacy of the offeror’s approach to perform the PWS to include a draft Quality Control Plan.  A final quality control plan will be required ten days after contract award.  

Personnel Qualification:  Competency and likely effectiveness of the offeror’s personnel as determined by education and relevant experience, including relevant experience in TCD services. Key personnel resumes will be evaluated based on the relevance of the individual’s education and experience relative to the PWS.  

Corporate Experience:  Extent and nature of experience of the offeror in providing TCD services in contracts (Government or commercial) of similar size and scope.
Past Performance: The offeror will be evaluated on the degree of confidence the Government has in the offeror’s ability to provide the requirements of the solicitation based on the offeror’s demonstrated record of performance on recent relevant efforts.  The Government shall assess the relevancy of the experience and if relevant, evaluate the offeror’s past performance (how well the offeror performed on the referenced projects).  If the offeror has no relevant past performance references, it will be evaluated as Neutral.

Small Business Participation:  Extent of participation of small business concerns in accordance with FAR 15.304 (c), FAR 19.1202, and DFARS 215.304(c)(i) Note: Large Business concerns must submit a Small Business Subcontracting Plan in addition to the Small Business Participation Plan to be considered for award.

Price:  The proposed price will be evaluated to determine if it is fair and reasonable.  In addition, to determine reasonableness of the proposed price, a cost realism analysis may be performed.  Price will be evaluated separately from the non-price factors.

Proposals which are unrealistic in terms of technical commitment or unrealistically low in price will be deemed to show an inherent lack of technical competence or failure to comprehend the complexity and risk of the contract requirements.  This may be grounds for the rejection of the proposal. The Government may reject any proposal that is unreasonable or materially unbalanced as to prices for basic and option year quantities.  An unbalanced proposal is one that incorporates prices significantly less than cost for some items and/or prices that are significantly overstated for other items.

(b)Options. The Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total price for all options to the total price for the basic requirement. The Government may determine that an offer is unacceptable if the option prices are significantly unbalanced. Evaluation of options shall not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).

To receive consideration for award, a rating of no less than “Acceptable” must be achieved. The offerors are cautioned that the award may not necessarily be made to the lowest cost offered.
